from the dogs that,
unfortunately.
that well themselves Yes,
2011 has been
of the eyeodo wi
dogs requiring special eye
treatments and surgeryDid
you know the average cost fol
cataract surgery on just one
eye runs $1,750?

So just uttering the word
0glaucomad or
about a dog in a shelter is
nearly a death sentenceWhy?
Because rescues know the
costs associated with treating
these issues and many simply
candt .dHosedogsl |
some of whom are very younc
wempdgeeser ve
of a treatable medical issue!
But so often, money is the
deciding factor.

Look atSassy a striking
black and tan cocker from
North Carolina. Apetite, 2-3
year old sveetie, she would be
considered a highly adoptable
dog except she developed
juvenile cataracts AND was
heartworm positive OBG was
her only hope
starting her treatment. Older
dogs arendét n.
their chances of adoption are
slim to begin with

TakeSweetpea who had
too many strikes against her t
count, especially in a higkill
shelter environment Sheis a
black, senior dog who was
heartworm positiveANDDblind
with limited hearing We know
we ctake flhem all in, but
something about Sweetp a &
innocent and confused face
in her Georgiashelter cage
struck a chordwith OBG

and s helévingliledne |
her foster home ever since

Two of my very own foster:
this year have had their own
bouts with eye issues
Scooter2needed cataract
surgery andSombraneeded
less invasivecherryeye
surgery. Both became
wonderful success stories in
their adoptive homes, so |
know firsthand what taking a
chance on these dogs can do
for your spirit!

All'in all, we have treated
12 dogs with cataracts, Swith
glaucoma and12 with cherry
eye in 2011

But that meal
saved all those lives and
helped them become more
comfortable and adoptable
We hope their forever families
are exactly wl
seeing next!

As you can see from he
photo, this poor girl has had
loads and loads of litters, a
bulging eye and a leg that wa:
previously broken but never
treated. We have since
learned that she will lose her

eye to severe glaucoma
(incredibly painful when
untreated) and will also need
an orthopedicconsult for her
leg. Despite all this, her sweet
spirit shines through and you
can tell how grateful she is to
be loved for the first time in
her life.

Squeeker the pups6
honorary auntie, is very shy
but wants so desperately to b
loved. At one of the rest stops
away from the other dogs, she
did feel comfortable enough t
accept gentle petting and ther
looked up and gave a quick
kiss on the nose She isas
beautiful inside as she is out!
Since her arrival, the vet
discovered two large
mammary tumors that had to
be surgically removed; luckily
her prognosis is great!

As you can imagine, the
treatment cost for this quintet,
especially Brandiwine, wilbe
enormous They greatly
appreciate any donation made
for their care and in honor of
all the poor dogs still suffering
in puppy mills today.
